What does ‘4/4’ mean?

The dashboard is divided into four columns, with a 
10px gap between each. As you add widgets, they 
can be dragged to span one, two, three, or all four 
columns. The exact width of the columns depends 
on your screen size, which is why we recommend 
using image size ratios in addition to pixel 
dimensions.



Some widgets have a minimum size that requires 
them to span two or more columns due to content 
needing more space. If a widget cannot be resized 
smaller, it’s likely already at its minimum size.

While widgets often have a minimum height, they 
can be expanded to almost any height from there, 
allowing you to customize the layout to suit your 
needs.

Throughout this guide, you'll see terms like ‘1/4’, 
‘1/2’, ‘2/4’, ‘3/4’, and ‘4/4’. These indicate how 
many columns the widget spans, as shown in the 
diagram on the right.

 A 3:1 ratio for narrower image blocks,
